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The appointment of Michael Pintard in the face of the decision of Sir Burton Hall former Chief Justice is a clear violation of the ruling in the case brought by the Leader of the Opposition.   Anthony Musgrove's former appointment was set aside on the basis that he was subject to the FNM party's whip and therefore not an appointment consistent with relevant article of the constitution.  Now Mr. Ingraham has made an appointment of a partisan of the FNM who is clearly subject to the FNM whip.   This appointment must fail must fail from the onset.  It is a disgraceful violation of the court's ruling and yet another example of how the Prime Minister continues to have disrespect for the rule of law and the Bahamian people.   

This will not deter the Leader of the Opposition to prosecute his appeal which is now awaiting the consideration of the Court of Appeal. Indeed the Progressive Liberal Party intends to take all necessary legal steps to ensure that the composition of the Senate is made to reflect the requirements of the constitution.
Finally we find the timing of this announcement to be very curious indeed. It comes exactly one day after the FNM Government’s embarrassing defeat in the Elizabeth Constituency and is we are convinced an attempt to draw public attention away from that stunning setback. This seems too much of a coincidence.
